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Taranaki Geological Society Scholarship
This scholarship was established by the Taranaki Geological Society (the local branch of the Geoscience Society of New Zealand) to support a local student from Taranaki pursuing tertiary study in Geology or a closely related field.
One scholarship of $3,000 is awarded each year to a student who shows academic merit and a genuine passion for the geosciences.
Application Dates:
Applications open 1 September and close 31 October each year. 
Grants are awarded at the start of the following academic year.
Scholarship Details: 
One scholarship is awarded annually
The scholarship is valued at $3,000, paid in a single instalment at the commencement of study
Eligibility Criteria: 
Applicants must be from the Taranaki region 
Be enrolled or planning to enrol in a full-time Geology or a closely related subject, such as: Earth Science, Environmental Geoscience, Engineering Geology, Geophysics, Geological Engineering or Geography
What We’re Looking For: 
We’re looking to support a student who:
· Shows strong academic potential
· Demonstrates a genuine interest and passion for geology or earth sciences
· Has a clear sense of direction and motivation for their studies and future in the field
Application Process:
To apply, please submit:
· A completed application form
· An academic reference 
· Evidence of enrolment or intended enrolment in relevant study

Selection Process: 
· Preference will be given to students majoring in Geology
· Applications will be reviewed by a selection panel coordinated by Taranaki Foundation in collaboration with the Taranaki Geological Society.
· Shortlisted applicants may be invited to attend an informal interview.
· If no applicants meet the criteria in a given year, the scholarship may not be awarded.

Scholarship Conditions
· The successful recipient is expected to attend a Taranaki Geological Society Committee meeting within 12 months of receiving the scholarship to briefly share what they have gained from their study experience.
· The scholarship must be used for the academic year immediately following the award, unless otherwise agreed with Taranaki Foundation.
· If the recipient withdraws from study or changes to a programme not aligned with the scholarship’s purpose, Taranaki Foundation may request a return of funds.
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
